More speciýcally, the Association aims at the 
promotion on a national level, and particularly 
in urban areas, of the Local Agenda 21 process, 
in order to achieve a sustainable development 
through the integration of economic, social and 
environmental aspects in accordance with the 
AALBORG (1994), GOTEBORG and FERRARA 
(1999) Charters.

Agenda 21 - Chapter 28:
“…invites individual local authorities to 
undertake a consultative process and achieve 
a consensus between their populations, 
with the goal of deýning and adopting a 
Local Environmental Action Plan for urban 
sustainability which addresses the 21st 
century …”

Agenda 21, the United Nations action plan for 
sustainable development, was presented during 
the Conference on Environment and Development 
(UNCED), held in RIO DE JANEIRO in 1992. It 
summarises the speciýc actions and strategies to 
be implemented globally, nationally and locally 
by signatory countries in every area in which 
human activity impacts on the ecosystem. In 
particular, Agenda 21 indicates the need of each 
Local Authority to formulate a "Local Agenda 
21ò for the community and to promote fair and 
sustainable development. In this context, the 
Italian Local Agenda 21 Association plays a key 
role in raising awareness amongst stakeholders 
by means of information, support and lobbying 
campaigns.

In 2002, UN Earth summit held in Johannesburg 

has also strongly stressed the commitments from 
each member states in the implementation of the 
Agenda 21 principles.

Members of the Association consist of local 
authorities (municipalities, provinces, regions, 
associated mountain communities, parks and 
consortiums) that have an activated  LA 21 
process and signatories of the AALBORG and 
FERRARA Charters but also includes supporting 
members (environmental 
agencies, universities and 
businesses).
